Terminal Courses

Courses offered in the evening
school will be considered term-
inal courses on the Junior Col-
lege level, designed to meet lo-
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cal needs. This school will be
open lo anyone who wishes lo
further his education, whether
he is a high school graduate or
not.

The day school will have reg-
ular admission requirements. It
will be /or those who wish to
graduate from college or who
want two years work on the col-
lege level.

"JSvcry effort will be made to
give the student the courses
needed to meet his parv icu lnr de-
gree requirement, in whatever
school He -wishes to enroll later/1

President Adkins said.
Master's degree requirements

are being set up for the day
school.

AUSTIN, Tex., July 4—
An Attorney General's

opinion dealing with the
question of segregation of La-
tin - American students in
Texas public schools was un-
der fire today from the La-
redo Club of the University
of Texas,

Club members adopted a reso-
lution critical of a legal opinion
issued in April with reference to
the right of the Cuero Independ-
ent School District to segregate
Latin-American pupils, as such.

The Attorney General held
that the district could not segre-
gate on the basis of race, but
added:

"Based solely on language de-
ficiencies or other individual
needs or aptitudes, separate clas-
ses or schools may be maintain-
ed for pupils who, after exam-
inations equally applied, come
within such classifications. No
part o£ such classification or se-
gregation may be based solely
U£9nJUUA:Amencan pr Mexicaa
descent.

The University Club's resolu-
tion said the members felt that
"in certain parts of Texas racial
prejudice is so strong that no im-
partiality can be hoped for in ex-
aminations of Latin - American
children as specified in the At-
torney General's opinion.

Members viewed the ruling as
leaving a loophole for segrega-
tion to be instituted in fact,
while outlawing it in theory.

The resolution, called on Rep.
Abraham Kazen Jr. of Laredo to
study the laws and submit cor-
rective legislation at the^ next
legislative session to make impos-
sible the denial of constitutional
rights to Latin-American citizens.
Pete Tijerinaf 'club president,
and V. G, Roel, Secretary, releas-
ed copies of the resolution to the
press.

CHARLOTTSVILLS, Va., July 4. — (UP) — Preside^
Truman, warning that "extreme nationalism" was block*
ing- th world's quest for peace, today sternly assailed RUSA
sia for her "fallacious" objections to the Marshall plan foi
European recovery.

Without specificially men-
tioning any nation, Mr. Tru-
man left no doubt in a Fourth
of July address that he had
Russia in mind when he de-
nounced "nationalism so ex-
treme as to block cooperati\fe
economic planning among na-
tions for peacefful reconstruc-
tion."
Words Brodcast

He spoke from the steps of
Monticello, home of Thomas
Jefferson, father of the Decla-
ration of Independence and
America's third president. Mr.
Truman's words were broad-
cast to the nation and the world

The president's address, first
Billed as soley "patriotic," was
heavily revised in light of Rus-
sia rejection of the Marshall
recovery plan at the Three-
power Paris Conference. Clear-
ly referring to objections voi-
ced by Soviet Foreign Minister
V. M.
said:

"Certain nations today are
withholding their support of
reconstruction plans on the
ground that this would mean
interference by some nations
in the Internal affairs of others.

"This is as fallacious as the
reffusal of a man t , enter a
profitable business partner-
ship on the ground that it
would involwe interference in
his private affairs.
"Surely, after two world wars,
nations should have learned
the folly of nationalism so ex-
treme as to block cooperative
economy planning among na-
tions for peaceful i e cone trac-
tion."

Careffully picking his way
over the already troubled
shoals o relationships between
this country and the Soviet
Union, Mr. Truman avoided
specific labels. But his speech
nevertheless seemed plainly
marked — "Attention: The
Kremlin."
Peace In All Time

"Our goal must be not
peace in our time but peace
for all time," he said. But, he
added.

"The nations of the world
cannot live in peace and pros-
perity if, at the same time,
they try to live isolation."

With his eye obviously on
Communist tactics which have
forced many countries into the
Soviet orbit, the President re-
minded the world that the
United Nations is based on "the
froposition that government
derive their just powers from
the consent of the governed."
